gospels--the liberative aspect. Fluid and knowledgable, Elizondo backs each point amply with gospel text and other
research. While Elizondo focuses primarily on two marginalized groups, the Biblical Galileans and the Mexican-
Americans of today, in no way are the ideas exclusive to the two. The liberative aspect of the gospel is easily
applicable to all, since all humans are oppressed by sin. Elizondo's proseis light and comprehensible, which is
uncharacteristic of many books of theology. The book shouldn't take one long to read, and it is worth the small amount
of time spent reading it.
